We again have a full house on the Full Course, so we need each and every one of you. March is usually easy to staff, but this year our March school follows a Tarheel sponsored race weekend at CMP, making it more difficult on our instructors who are racers. If you have committed to instruct, thank you very much; please don’t cancel at the last minute. Honor your commitment to instruct at the event, folks are counting on you.  If you have a change in email address or had one recently and wonder why you weren’t contacted to instruct or know of any of our instructors who may be in this situation, please update the information at www.motorsportReg.com .  Our chief instructor can’t be expected to reach you if you have changed addresses and not updated your information. You are too important to this program for us to loose contact with you.

Friday is an orientation day for instructors. Cost is $110.00 payable to Tarheel Chapter BMW CCA. Bring payment to the event on Friday and please, complete the check prior to getting in line to register.  We require instructors to bring completed forms (included in this packet) to registration. Bring your helmet, valid driver’s license along with tech, medical & helmet forms to registration. Thursday evening the track gate will be open from 5:30 to 7:00 PM for dropping off rigs or leaving track cars. All must be out by 7:00 PM when the gate is locked for the night.  Friday morning the gate opens for instructors at 6:30 AM. Our instructor meeting starts at 8:30 AM. Richard John is  coordinating the ITS (New instructor training) program during this season.  Our only ITS will be in September. Please read “How to become an instructor for Tarheel” in the Q & A section of this website in case you have an A student whom you believe woul be a good instructor candidate.   

If Tarheel events are fairly new to you or you have not been to VIR often enough to feel at home, please download the student packet on this web site and read through it to familiarize yourself with our terminology and customs. In it you will also find information on several accommodations and other pertinent information. www.VIRclub.com is an excellent website with maps and quick lap descriptions using our preferred school line. There is also a lot of track history and some good pictures of the facility.

Event Headquarters will be the Sleep Inn, 1483 South Boston Rd. Rt. 58E Danville. PH: (434) 793 6090. We have a block of rooms at a negotiated rate. Ask for Tarheel BMW Club. Registration will be at the track for those participating in Friday orientation. Friday evening registration will be available for those who were not able to participate on track on Friday. It is at the event headquarters, (Sleep Inn) from 6PM until 10PM or later at the discretion of the registration committee. They have a hot tub, outdoor pool, exercise room and Speed Channel. Breakfast is included starting at 6:00 AM. They have a waffle iron! Sleep Inn also has good parking for rigs and is only 8 miles from the track. 

There is no fee to participate as an instructor Sat and Sun. Lunch tickets valued at $7.50 will be provided to you on Saturday and Sunday. ___ Check rear engine & transmission seals for excessive seepage.

___ Check for hydraulic leaks at wheels and clutch slave cylinder.

___ Check half-shaft bolts for looseness
___ Wheels not bent, no cracks

___ Check transmission and differential fluid levels
___ Exhaust: no under-car leaks.

Other:

___ Seat belts: both front seat belts are properly operable and in good condition.

___ If roll bar: adequate padding required on all roll bar/cage installation at any possible contact with driver or passenger.
