Friday is an orientation day for instructors. Cost is $120.00 payable to Tarheel Chapter BMW CCA. Bring payment to the event on Friday and please, complete the check prior to getting in line to register.  We require instructors to bring completed forms (included in this packet) to registration. Bring your helmet, valid driver’s license along with Tech, Medical & Helmet forms to registration. Thursday evening the track gate will be open at 5:30 for dropping off rigs or leaving track cars. All people not renting housing at VIR must be out by 7:00 PM when the gate is locked for the night on Thursday.  Friday morning the gate opens for instructors at 7:00 AM. Our instructor meeting starts at 8:30 AM on Friday and 7:45 on Sat and Sun. We intend to register EVERYONE at the track and not at the Sleep Inn.  Registration will be open Friday until 10:00 PM at the TECH SHED in the North Paddock.
Scott Meyer is coordinating the ITS (New instructor training) program. The only ITS school will be at the first school of the season.  Please read “How to become an instructor for Tarheel” in the Q & A section of this website in case you have an A student whom you believe would be a good instructor candidate.   We require two recent instructor’s recommendations before we consider a candidate. FYI we do Driver Skill Check offs at each school for those who aspire to the ITS program. Once they have completed that step they may sign up and drive on Fridays.
If Tarheel events are fairly new to you or you have not been to VIR often enough to feel at home, please download the student packet on this web site and read through it to familiarize yourself with our terminology and customs. ___ Wheels not bent, no cracks

___ Check transmission and differential fluid levels
___ Exhaust: no under-car leaks.

___ Seat belts: both front seat belts are properly operable and in good condition.

___ If roll bar: adequate padding required on all roll bar/cage installation at any possible contact with driver or passenger.
